This letter is being written so as to inform you of a modification being implemented in regards to your visitation with Nancy.  We have been forced to make this change due to the continued disruption you are causing Nancy’s current residential and day program services.  We firmly believe that your actions are having a substantially detrimental effect upon the stability of her programming, as well as upon her well being.
 
At this time, San Andreas Regional Center requires that you do not call, visit, or in any way contact Nancy’s residential care facility or her day program.  We are also no longer offering to allow supervised visitation with any individual not employed by a San Andreas vendor.
 
However, we are fully aware of the love you have for your daughter, and have no desire to extinguish your contact with her.  Therefore, San Andreas Regional Center will, if you so desire, contract with a vendored independent living skills agency to supervise your visits.  If you wish to pursue this option, San Andreas will coordinate the meeting dates and times between yourselves and the vendored agency.  To initiate this process, all you will need to do is contact Nancy’s service coordinator at San Andreas, Betty Crane, and request it.  Her direct line is (408)341-3505.
